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Core Discussion: Facts About Chocolate

* 60% grown in Ilvory Coast and Ghana

* Conventional prices are set by governments and international markets
* Ghana: Prices went from $3,000 - $2.000/ton

* Fair Trade prices are set ahead of time.
* If market is greater than fair trade price, farmers receive market price;
* if lower, farmers are guaranteed fair trade price

Ivory Coast gov’t. paid per lb. | $0.57

Fair Trade price per Ib. $0.91

Organic fair trade price per |b. $1.04
Fair Trade Premium per Ib. $0.09
